Impacts of urban flooding: Property damage, 

financial burden and induced stress, respiratory 
problems especially for the elderly and children 
due to mold. 

The urban heat island effect is a term describing how urban areas 
experience higher temperatures compared to rural areas because there 
are less trees, more impervious surfaces (like asphalt and concrete), 
reduced green spaces, and a higher concentration of buildings and 
infrastructure. 

The high surface temperatures created can have various 
impacts, including increased energy consumption, higher 
cooling demands, and potential health risks.
