	District Council Member Updates: Summary of the monthly updates from each member of the District Council



- Chair: Sarah Kammerer outlined the council's role in facilitating dialogue between the community and police to build trust and accountability.

- Highlighted efforts to engage with the community over the past 18 months, including attending various meetings and creating feedback forms for anonymous comments.

-The council is planning 12 meetings across the district in 2025 to meet people where they are.





- Community Engagement: Jamie Brown attended several homeowners association meetings, and there are common concerns across the district. 

- Residents are advocating for more police presence and increased foot and bike patrols. 





- Nominating Committee: Adrienne Johnson attended several homeowners association meetings and noted ongoing concerns about police visibility in the area. 

- The commitee interviewed three candidates for a vacancy and recommended two to be forwarded to the mayor, who has 30 days to select a candidate. 

- Plans are in place to focus on raising awareness and engaging with new residents.
