	District Council Member Updates: Summary of the monthly update from each member of the District Council



District Councilor Thomas McMahon nominating committee updates

-On December 2, in a closed-door session, the nominating committee went over three candidates for two positions for one position. The position was on the west side. There was a territorial area that the person had to come from. The background had to be a lawyer with a minimum of 10 years of experience. After vetting the three individuals, a consensus vote was taken. Two names were then submitted to or are going to be submitted to the mayor. Gentleman's name is Shay Allen, very prominent private attorney. The other is Gina Piemonte, and she is a longtime 25-year veteran of the public defender's office. So, both eminently qualified, have a lot of trial experience, etc. And then on December 6, the nominating committee met in public, and we voted on, as we're acquired, we voted on sending those two names forward. So, the mayor has those two names, he will pick one of the two from the west side. So, we're looking forward to that. He has 30 days until the date that we submitted it and I'm sure he'll get it done. District Councilor Robert McKay asked, so what day did you submit that? District Councilor Thomas McMahon answered December 6th.

District Councilor Thomas McMahon -. I attended the commission meeting December 12th on the north side. It was an interesting meeting because at that meeting our councils/commissions tendered to both Copa and the police department their goals for 2025. I don't have a copy of those goals, and I apologize, but it's sort of a continuation of some of the goals for the police department from last year. One of them was certainly community policing. They like all people in the city of Chicago to know how to engage with the community, and the department and know that this theme that's going on within the police department. They want every Chicago police officer to be considered a community policing officer. One that has the support of the department of the community and knows the resources that are available so that they can solve problems instead of kicking the can down the road letting somebody else do it. So that seemed to be one of the more articulate goals of the Police Department. On December 19, I met with the commander very briefly. Also, Chicago Neighborhood initiatives is a non-profit organization that I sit on as a member of their board. We've done housing developments in Lawndale, North Lawndale. We've done Pullman. We've done the Pullman Industrial Park. We're also doing retail on 111th street and on 111th and Corliss. Anyway, through some benevolent organizations, they donated box lunches. One went a set of box lunches, I don't know how many went to the Wheel Works, which is at 104th and Corliss. Okay. There's 210 units of housing there. So, it was needed. And then the other set of lunches, box lunches the same day went to Art Space Cooperative Hunter Olm Anthon Langley. and then lastly on that date, December 19, 150 box lunches were delivered to the 5th Police District. to show an appreciation for the work that the officers do for the fifth district. District Councilor Robert McKay stated All right, so it sounds like an initiative to address some of the public safety issues, homelessness and affordable housing.
