Resident 1: Asked for an update on shot spotter and the mayor's decision on the future of shot spotter.



DC Thomas McMahon responded that the mayor has opted to end the shot spotter program, but there is alderman around the city that want to keep it and are trying to lobby to keep it.

	District Council Member Updates: Summary of the monthly update from each member of the District Council



DC Thomas McMahon - 6 commissioners were approved and are working; one commissioner’s approval is still pending due to his employment with a city official. He also informed the present residents on 005th district National Night Out 8/6/24 at Pullman Park on 111th and cottage grove from 4 pm - 8pm.



DC Robert informed the present residents that the council will be holding a special meeting.



DC Robert spoke on the consent decree, and its compliance data.



DC Thomas McMahon read the consent decree compliance data from the consent decree monitoring website. 



Resident responded concerning the consent decree, that Oakland has been under a consent decree suit for 10 years; it takes time to become fully compliant. The resident stated that she feels bad for officers and teachers because they are on the frontline, they see and deal with so much when the issues are at their worst. The resident feels parents should be held more accountable for their child’s paths and actions.



DC Ponchita Moore responded to the resident, that she agrees it is a problem, but she also blames the situation of our youth more on a disconnect with adults and the youth, lack of resources for the youth, and the fact that we address them as "bad" as opposed to trying to connect with them. She asked that every member try their best to bring a younger person ages 14 - 25 to the August meeting.
