	Discussions: Summary of discussions



CSCC Presenter Bernando Gomez gave a presentation on the city of Chicago CSCC department. Focused on the development and implementation of the Community Safety Plan for Rose at West Pullman. Emphasis was placed on collaborative efforts between various city departments, community engagement, and the introduction of new initiatives aimed at reducing violence and improving infrastructure. Main Topics Discussed 1. Community Safety Plan for Rose at West Pullman Historical Context: The south side of the west side has been historically disinvested. Data-Driven Approach: Analysis of data and community input to develop a holistic safety plan. Community Engagement: Listening to community needs to support neighborhood initiatives. 2. Community Safety Framework Collaboration with City Departments: Engaged with the Department of Environment, Streets and Sanitation, Department of Buildings, and the new CCPS AIDS office. Multi-Departmental Effort: Emphasized that reducing violence requires collaboration across various city departments, including fire and police departments, district council, and elected officials. 3. Use of 311 App and Infrastructure Requests Promotion of 311 App: Encouraged community members to download the 311 app for submitting infrastructure requests. Priority Fixes: Committed to addressing requests within 24 hours by coordinating with relevant departments. Direct Contact: Offered personal contact information for prioritizing infrastructure requests. 4. Community Engagement and Community Safety Coordination Center (CSCC) Multiple Engagement Managers: CSCC employs several community engagement managers from the respective communities. Building Trust: Focus on hiring individuals from the community to foster trust and effective collaboration. Proactive Safety Efforts: Engaging with community partners to proactively address safety concerns. 5. Community Resource Guides and City Service Guide Resource Guides: Released the Rose and West Pullman community resource guide covering mental health, senior services, and more. City Service Guide: Launched a comprehensive guide available on chicago.gov/CSCC with QR codes and magnets for easy access. Accessibility: Ensured resources are available in both English and Spanish. 6. Community Activation Networks and Take Back the Block Initiative Activation Networks: Established networks involving community organizers, activists, and block club leaders. Take Back the Block: Implemented monthly activations focusing on infrastructure improvements and community events. Success Stories: Highlighted the Far South Side's Window Smith meetings as a model for reducing shootings and enhancing community safety. 7. Employment Initiatives Youth Employment: Hired 75 young people within three months through community programs. Support for Families: Collaborated with organizations like Chicago CRED to support families and provide opportunities. 8. Collaboration with CAPS and CARE Program Coordination with CAPS: Worked closely with CAPS to ensure no overlap and enhance crisis response. CARE Program: Partnered with the Department of Public Health to provide medical and therapeutic support during crises. 9. Emergency Supplemental Victims Fund Financial Assistance: Provided up to $1,500 for funeral costs, $1,000 for relocation, and $1,000 for general expenses. Direct Funding: Shifted from reimbursement to direct payments to alleviate delays and burdens on families. 10. Mental Health Facilities Roslyn Mental Health Clinic: Opened a new facility at 115th and Indiana, offering mental health, substance use services, and general health services. Partnerships: Collaborated with Rosedale Health Clinic and other community organizations to enhance service offerings. 11. Coordination with Mayor's Office of Community Safety Leadership: Worked under Deputy Mayor Gary and Gatewood to address violence and implement safety measures. Community Safety Cabinet: Formed a cabinet with department heads to develop and execute strategies against shootings and violence. 
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
