Discussions

Summary of discussions--

Two out of Three district council members where present for July's Meeting and spoke
a little about themselves. The 8th District Council spoke about future meetings and the
push to obtain as many signatures as possible for Shotspotter via the online and
harcopy forms. In addition, we informed audience we will be a sponsor for Ald. Quinn's
Touch-A-Truck Event in September.

July's guest speakers were from Soundthinking. The guest speakers where Gary,
Tahirah, and former CPD Superindendt Eddie Johnson. The representatives spoke
about how 70 percent of gun related incidedents go without a call to 911. In addition,
average time police recieve notification is 38 seconds from Shotspotter alert compare
to several mintues if a call to 911 is made. Soundthinking indicates all repair costs are
covered by the company.

Soundthinking representatives took in several questions and comments from those in
attendance. In addition, Alderwoman Coleman made a statement in support of the
technology and advocated that those in attendance support it as well. Chairman Huff
and former CPD Sup. Johnson did indicate that cost of the technology if canceled
would have to go back into OEMC/CPD technology budget and not into community
based organizations.

Chairman Huff indicated that District Council 8 will not be hosting an August Meeting
and instead be focused on more community engagement. DC 008 is looking
forwarded to attending more events with Alderman as well as CAPS Meetings and
other public events held within the 8th District. Our meetings will resume in September
and continue on through the remainder of the year.
