- Gave an update regarding a gang member who terrorizes the district.

- Gave an update about an attempted child abduction that took place in the district. 


	Discussions: • Lisa Brown Mullings from EAP (Employee Assistance Program) 

- Lisa is a clinician, a mental health therapist with the CPD.  Her father was police for decades.  She has lots of family and friends with CPD. 

- Talked about parts of the EAP and what they do. 

- Peer Support Unit is always the first on the scene because they know what it’s like to be on the scene.

- Clinician for 005 and 009.  Preston and Huesca stand out to her.  

- Drug and Alcohol Unit, Chaplain Unit, Mental Health Unit (22 clinicians), at 3 separate locations to make it easier and more accessible for officers and family members to find services. 

- Lisa loves the work that she does and just wants to help.

- The idea is to offer all these services to help officers manage their stress, manage the things they see, feel, hear, and smell.

- Do a lot of officers take advantage of the help?  Yes, they do.

- Are you a former police officer?  I am not.  There was a concern about officers being clinicians and trust.  There was a conflict of interest. 

- What is your number one issue that you’re dealing with?  Relationships.  Sometimes lots of the issues pertain to what is in house.  Officers bring a lot of stress home so that leads to relationship issues.  Also, there is a lot of chronic stress and anxiety.  This leads to even physical issues.  

- Do you respond to scenes where people who have mental issues?  I do not, but there is a CIT Training – 40-hour training of how to manage and de-escalate a situation – how to talk to people.  

- We don’t have a psychiatrist on staff.  Geode Health and Rosecrantz are both starting psychiatry.  We refer out for that issue.  Links and partnerships to refer out is how we are working that issue.  

- How do family members access your information?  There is a 24/7 service to officers and nuclear family members.  You can say it is an emergency or that you can wait.  There is always someone available.
