Discussions

There have already been two controversial police shootings in district 011 and people
are upset in the heat of the moment but as time goes on, it's like the shootings never
happened. COPA's First Deputy Chief Administrator (Ephraim Eaddy) spoke on these
two shootings and informed the attendees on the status of these investigations. In the
case of Reginald Clayton Jr., officers approach a group of individuals in the 3800 block
of west Flournoy in which Mr. Clayton Jr. fled through a gangway and was pursued by
two officers. Mr. Clayton ran through the backyard into another gangway only to find
that there wasn't an exit, when Mr. Clayton Jr. turned back into the direction of the
officers, one of the officers fired striking Mr. Clayton Jr. who succumbed to his injuries
at the hospital. There was a weapon recovered on the scene. The investigation is in
the last stage called quality management. In the case of Dexter Reed, officers stopped
Mr. Reed for reportedly not wearing his seatbelt. After stopping Mr. Reed, officers
surrounded Mr. Reed's car pointing their firearms at him. Mr. Reed didn't comply and
fired his firearm striking one of the officers in the forearm and four offices fired back,
the offices fired 96 times over a period of 41 second. Mr. Reed was struck 13 times
and was transported to the hospital where he was pronounced deceased. A gun was
recovered from the passenger seat of Mr. Reed's car. This is still an open
investigation.
