	District Council Member Updates: - Leo: Attended the Q2 Public Safety update. Got resources from Enlace and the Mayor's office on community safety. As well as Ward25's office. Building a small cohort of violence interruption taskforce. We spoke about the preparations for upcoming events like Fiesta del Sol; National Night Out is being hosted at Fosco Park near DC12 on August 6-8th. CPD is looking for vendors and community to participate; Parthenon Public Safety Working group has met. The Mayor's office is hosting this group to help residents in shelters and the community learn about the safety impacts. 







- Michelle: Attended the Communitty meeting hosted by Ward 27 about the DNC preparations. Lots of concerns about the areas directly proximate to United Center. Not as many details about other areas further from UC. Michelle and DC-staff working on getting a meeting with Ward27 and the Secret service. Spoke with Union Park and they are shutting down the park completely.

Discussion about DNC:

-- MPJ: It seems lthat with Union Park being closed, they might not protest there

-- Leo: Worrysome because of the proximity to the i290. Concerned about the effects that added police presence will have on community

-- Leo: Connecting with Mayor's team to discuss the migrant shelter evictions. I've already expressed my concerns about how this leads to public safety issues. Even "evicted" folks can return to landing zone to seek services, there is still the added safety risks of people not knowing how to return and also the fact that not everyone will be reassigned.

-- MPJ: With the DNC in the Near West Side, the folks in the shelters near the United Center will struggle. The residents of those shelters use Union park a lot. Worried about how CPD might react.



-- Aaron: What would you like to see as far as a response to the DNC on behalf of CPD or the city? 

--LEo: I'd like to see some non-armed officers interacting possitively with community. I'd like to see where CPD is drawing the line on protestors who "break a law". What law? Also where is it allowed to demonstrate?



-- Michell: Disheartening to see all the beautification only because of the DNC. 

-- OG: There's also the issue of the Secret Service asking residents for IDs to prove our residence.

-- Leo: Also worried about the multiple agencies involved. Where are the transitions of law enforcement happening?

--OG: also worroied about other state law enforcement agencies getting involved. We saw what happened in Milwaukee at the RNC with an Ohio cop killing a community memeber. 

--Aaron: Seems like at the least we want more information and clarity. I could try to ask specific quesitons.
