	District Council Member Updates: Leonardo Quintero - Spoke with the CPD, secret service and other agencies regarding the preparation for the DNC. A lot of questions weren't answered. The responses we did get are on these sheets available in the back. The last two days I have gotten a few videos regarding CPD officers not doing what is detailed on here, however, the people sending them have been told to submit them to the 12th district station as well as to COPA if the misconduct warrants that.

Officer involved shooting occurred in the district over the weekend. A minor was shot and passed away. The case has been sent to COPA for review. CPD has 30 days to get them the body worn camera footage. The shooting occurred after the officers heard gunshots and responded to that - two other gunshot victims were found in a car.

New commander: James M. Baier, formerly of the 20th district. 26 years on the force, 25 complaint allegations, 1 sustained, 9 use of force reports. The sustained complaint took place in July 2018. 74 honorable mentions. Per 20th Councilor Deidra, Commander Baier has been willing to work with their council, and answers calls when they have questions. Commander Beth Giltmier moved to the 20th district. 

Commission will have a meeting regarding Pretextual stops on August 27th, due to the efforts of the Free to Move Coalition. DuSable Museum 740 E 56th Place at 630pm.

Chloe Vitale - Approaching the final quarterly meeting for the DCs. Final time for us to submit our priorities for the Commission for the year.
