Joel 39th Ward, CAARPR members: gratitude for sharing tactical team officers, anticipating the complaint history list, gratitude to CCPSA to remove OK cops, expressed desire that OK officers be removed from patrol and other duties that interact w/ the public
Ada 33rd Ward, CAARPR members: grateful to Beth to rep 017 in district and at citywide Commission mtgs, would like to see OK officers removed from streets, still want complaint history of officers – especially those on tacticl teams and please end tactical teams
Grace, CAARPR member: supports all the previous comments, concerned about DNC and Snellings previous role in leadership during NATO conference – an event where many protestors were hurt and sent to hospital, during CPD’s training for NATO learned that officers were being recruited into OKs. Request for DCs to be on hand at the DNC protests to help observe and possibly take down COPA complaints
