Progress Summary of CPP Goals reviewed – 43 goals, 18 in progress, 7 ongoing, 4 completed 

Key call outs -Mental health palm cards handed out at several different roll calls, CAPS meetings, businesses and Aldermanic offices.     

Amendment to goal #9 – Work with CPD and OEMC to identify which 911 calls for service actually require CPD response, and which could be handled by alt response-met with 019th Dist. officers to discuss which calls they think should be handled by another agency.  90 percent of calls for service are handled by CPD. 324 call codes were reviewed and will FOIA all calls for service  

Increase camera coverage in 019th Dist. (register cameras for CPD, write letter to Alderpeople, advocating for renewal of the community camera rebate program. Work w/CPD and Elected officials to identify places to install POD Cameras 

Did a live walk through of the 19th District Council website and overview of the portal and resources that are available on the site -encouraged community members to visit the 019th DC website and visit the resource portals
