Councilor Garcia question for Commander: Have you invited Threshold to come to roll call?

Commander Jessani- Yes, NAMI, Thresholds and 988 representatives have come to 019th District roll calls to share resources with officers, and it has been great.

Neighbor- What are the types or reason for the mental health calls?

Commander Jessani- It’s a variety of reasons, underlying mental health, experiencing an episode/crisis, drug use

Councilor Schoenburg: there something the community can do, how can the program be improved?

Commander Jessani - CARE has time restrictions, so I would love to see them increase their hours of operation, and see the program expanded more broadly

Lilly Rocha (NAMI): Brief overview/presentation of who they are and the services they offer – NAMI/988

Thresholds – Manuel Meza: Presentation/overview of their Mobile Crisis team and LIVING ROOM- 4423 N Ravenswood Resource in the community
