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 What and where:

• Artists-in-Residence will become embedded members of the ISW teams, working directly with the 

Department of Cultural Affairs and Special Events (DCASE), DPD and other city agencies, local 

organizations and residents.

• Initial round will focus on four neighborhoods: Englewood, Auburn Gresham, New City and Austin. 

• Artists will develop and implement a series of community engagement, public art and site-specific 

cultural programs in neighborhoods. 

 Budget:

• Artists will receive $30,000 stipend in addition to $150,000 to develop and implement public art 

projects over 1 to 2 years.

Small Business Investment Fund (SBIF)
Expenses eligible for a SBIF grant include:

1. Facade repair and replacement
2. Permanent interior renovations and build out
3. New windows, floors or roof
4. New heating, ventilation and air conditioning
5. Plumbing
6. Electrical
7. Improvements to accommodate disabled patrons or workers
8. Purchase of adjacent property for building expansion or parking
9. Project-related design and construction fees

Program participants can receive grants to cover between 25 percent and 75 percent of the cost of remodeling 
work, with a maximum grant of $100,000 for commercial properties and $150,000 for industrial properties

Opportunity Sites

+ RFP Process
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1. Solicit development proposals for City-owned land

2. Go beyond traditional RFP (size, zoning, appraised value) 

3. Include neighborhood vision & goals (draw from past plans) 

4. Suggest menu of programmatic uses & illustrate urbanism 
principles

5. Assess high-level financial feasibility and necessary incentives

2. Developers will draft their proposal for review –
to be assessed by the Roundtable
