SBIF Grant Example

Grace submits an application for a SBIF grant in an open district with a total eligible

project cost of $100,000. She is proposing to make permanent building improvements
to her existing retail shop, in which she is the tenant. Grace has been in business for 5
years. Over the last 3 years, her gross annual sales averaged $1.5 million.

Her breakdown of eligible costs is as follows:

Total Eligible Project Costs: $100,000
Commercial Tenant Applicant/gross sales under $3M= 90% SBIF Grant

*While not required when submitting the initial application form, these items are required to complete the
SBIF application process. Required documents vary depending on applicant type.



SBIF Application/Project Process

Stage 1 - Applicant supplies any missing information to complete their application: up to 20 days
Stage 2 - Plans, bids, and specs, are obtained, debts are cured: up to 120 days
Note: Stage 1 and 2 must be completed before approval of grant funds can be fully considered.

Stage 3 — Applicant provides proof of sufficient funds to complete the project: up to 120 days following
the date of the commitment letter.

Stage 3 - Construction is completed or land is purchased: up to 10 months

Stage 4 — Reimbursement processing: 4-6 weeks
